Our school is working hard with the district and the Tennessee Department of Education to increase student
performance by providing students with during the day tutoring, small group 1 to 1 instruction, peer-to-peer
interaction, Literacy Mid-South tutoring, ARise 2 Read tutoring, and Before School Tutoring on Tuesday and
Thursday, tutoring performed by Instructional Leadership Team (ILT) members twice a week. We also provide
students with extracurricular after-school activities which promote learning. These are the following activities:
STEM Club, Book Club, Art Club, YMCA Before and After Care, and more. Parents/families can get involved
immediately by joining Ross Elementary Parent Teacher Organization (PTO) and Parent University which is held
monthly reinforcing and providing parents with opportunities to engage in teacher lead instruction in Reading,
Math, and Science. We have a Parent Resource room which has working computers and educational resources
for parent use.
