electromagnet a magnet formed when electric current flows
through wire wrapped in coils around an iron

generator a device that produces alternating current by spinning
an electric coil between the poles of a magnet;
changes motion into electrical energy

vibration a back-and-forth motion

sound wave a wave that transfers energy through matter and
spreads outward in all directions from a vibration

medium the substance through which a wave travels

wavelength the distance from the top of one wave to the top
of the next

frequency the number of wavelengths that pass a reference point
in a given amount of time
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& Vocabulary

pitch the highness or lowness of a sound as determined by its
frequency

amplitude a measure that relates to the amount of energy in a
sound wave

volume the loudness or softness of a sound
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& Vocabulary

absorption the act or process of soaking up or taking in without
reflecting back

reflection the bouncing of light waves off a surface

refraction the bending of light as it passes from one transparent
material into another

concave lens thinner in the middle, always makes objects look
smaller

convex lens thicker in the middle, can make an object look larger
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transparent letting all the light through so objects on the other
side can be seen clearly

translucent letting only some light through so objects on the
other side appear blurry

opaque completely blocking light from passing through

prism a thick piece of glass that bends light, separating white
light into bands of colored light

echo a repetition of a specific sound produced by reflection of
sound waves from a surface

echolocation the process of finding an object by using reflected
sound

coding the process of writing a computer program in a language
that can be used by a computer

binary code a system of representing a letter, digit, or other
character using O’s and 1’s

speed the distance an object moves in an amount of time

velocity the speed and direction of an object

acceleration a change in velocity over time

force a push or a pull

energy the ability to do work

contact force force that results from the interaction of two
objects in contact with each other

noncontact force force that occurs without objects touching

gravity a noncontact force that acts over a distance and pulls all
objects toward each other

friction a force between surfaces that slows objects or stops them
from moving

destroy energy—it just changes from one
form to another

changes in the materials inside it

electric current a flow of electricity through a conductor
circuit a path through which electric current can flow
switch a device that can open or close a circuit

resistor an object in an electrical circuit that resists the flow of
