invasive species a specific classification of a plant or animal
that is not native to an ecosystem
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structural adaptation adjustments to internal or external
body parts

camouflage an adaptation by which an animal can hide by
blending in with its surroundings

mimicry an adaptation in which one kind of organism has
similar traits to another

behavioral adaptation a way of acting that helps an organism

survive in its environment
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chlorophyll a green substance in plants that absorbs energy
from sunlight

carbon dioxide a colorless and odorless gas made up of carbon
and oxygen

sugar food for plants, stores energy

oxygen a gas found in air and water that most plants
and animals need to live
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biotic factor a living part of an ecosystem

abiotic factor a nonliving part of an ecosystem

terrestrial of or relating to land instead of water or air

aquatic growing or living in water

producer an organism, such as a plant, that makes its own food
consumer an organism that cannot make its own food

decomposer an organism that breaks down wastes and the
remains of other organisms into simpler substances

food chain the path that energy takes from one organism to
another in the form of food

food web the food chains that overlap in an ecosystem
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habitat the home of an organism

niche the role of an organism in an ecosystem

limiting factor anything that controls the growth or
survival of a population

competition the struggle among living things for water,
food, or other resources

symbiosis a relationship between two kinds of
organisms over time
