How can | help my child get the most out of i-Ready?

Emphasize “thinking before clicking,”
because just clicking through will not give teachers an accurate report of what your child knows and is

« Discuss your child’s results by looking at “My Progress” together to see the number of lessons your child

has completed in i-Ready and the percentage of questions your child answered correctly in the quiz at the end

of each lesson.
